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Installing the Projector and Screen

Itis recommended that this projector be installed at right
angle to the screen.

When a zoom lens (optional) is in use, you can make use
of the lens shift feature of this projector to shift the
projection screen vertically between 0% to +50%, and
horizontally between 0% to +25%.

When a short focal length lens (optional) is in use, you
can shift the projection screen position vertically between
0% to £15%, and horizontally between 0% to +5%.
